(  1909 The department store Selfridges opened in London. Selfridges made shopping a fun activity. It had 100 departments, elegant restaurants, �a library and a quiet room for relaxation. 


(  1946 John Biggins introduced the first credit card, called the Charg-it card. People used these little plastic cards instead of cash.


(  1994 Online shopping began. Pizza Hut received one of the first online orders for a pizza, with mushrooms, pepperoni and extra cheese.


(  Today Online shopping is very popular. There are many digital payment methods, so life is easy for online shoppers.





(	3000 BC The first type of money, called the shekel, came from Mesopotamia (Iraq). It was a unit of weight. People bought things with shekels instead of with animals.


(  800 BC Markets were popular places for shopping. In Greece, they were in city centres. Different areas of the market sold different things. For example, fish-sellers were in one place and people sold clothes in another.


(  1252 The florin was a gold coin from Italy. It became the dominant coin in Europe.


(  1290 Marco Polo brought paper money to Europe after his visit to China. He was amazed by this method of payment.


(  1776 The world’s first department store, Harding, Howell & Co., opened in London. The shop had four departments and sold many things like fashion accessories and jewellery.
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
