These classes don’t teach you how to cook food like hamburgers and chips. They teach you how to cook traditional Moroccan food like couscous and tagine, �a popular meat and vegetable dish. The class begins in the local souk (market). All the students go shopping for the ingredients for their recipes. Many people in the

class don’t speak Arabic, so the teachers usually teach the class Arabic phrases to help them speak to the people in the market. Afterwards, every student takes the ingredients to the courtyard of a riad, a traditional Moroccan house, and they prepare and cook the meal together.
