When people think of a beach, they usually think of sand. However, Red Beach on the Shuangtaizi River near Panjin City in China hasn’t got any sand at all. It’s also unusual because in autumn, the beach becomes red.


How does this happen? A red plant called Suaeda grows there. The Shuangtaizi River has got salty water, and that is ideal for Suaeda. Plants don’t usually grow near salty water, but Suaeda is an exception. It starts growing in April and May and stays green during the summer. In autumn, it becomes red, but then in the winter, the plant dies.
