Dolores Montoya Rodríguez, better known as Lole Montoya (Seville, April 26, 1954), is a Spanish gypsy singer, dancer and composer who for years formed, together with her sentimental partner, the guitarist and singer Manuel Molina Jiménez, the duo Lole y Manuel. Thanks in part to the fact that his family, of Calé race, was “one of the most intense and compact groups in the world of flamenco”.
She was born into a gypsy family in the Triana neighborhood: his parents are Juan Montoya, a dancer, and Antonia Rodríguez “La Negra”, a singer and dancer as profession. Despite knowing how to sing, she also decided from a very young age to learn flamenco dancing, forming part of the flamenco tablaos Las Brujas in Madrid and Los Gallos in Seville, where she came to share the stage with La Perla de Cádiz or Camarón de la Isla.
In 1972 she formed the duo Lole and Manuel with his partner Manuel Molina Jiménez. They produced numerous record works for more than two decades, among which Lole and Manuel, Nuevo día, Pasaje del agua, Romero verde, Alba con alegría and Casta stand out. Both in their lyrics and in their public statements, the duo defends gypsy culture, in addition to sharing credits with Raimundo Amador (Pata Negra), Álvaro Jero (Dulce Venganza) or Manolo Marinelli (Alameda). 
In 1978 she gave birth to her only daughter, Alba Molina, also a singer. 
In 1989, Lole, now alone and accompanied by the El Hilal orchestra, offered a recital in Rabat at the express invitation of the King of Morocco, Hassan II. Alone Lole has recorded Liberado, Neither gold nor silver and Metáfora, also the title of one of the songs included in this work, whose author is Alejandro Sanz.
I think that this woman is a great flamenco artist, apart from her talent, she continues to fight for her dreams, which is a great reason why I admire her. The world of flamenco is a difficult world and more if you are a woman. I like her temperament when singing and dancing, her art, her motivation to continue fighting for her culture. I recommend you to investigate more about her story/biography. We learn great values ​​of our culture with a person like Lole and I recommend, if you have the opportunity, to go see her at one of her shows.
