- Palos is a town of 12000 inhabitants next to the South
west coast of Spain, the weather is mild, so we'll be able
to enjoy open air activities most of the year and especially
our beautiful beaches (15 minutes by car from Palos).

Palos is close to Huelva, the capital city, where there
are transport facilities. There is a bus stop next to our
school where buses take you to Huelva every hour.
However, due to last year restrictions and schedule
changes, sometimes you may not find a bus to reach
school on time, so we recommend finding
accommodation in our town early in advance, to avoid
problems (you can always find how to get to the capital
city to enjoy after school).
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Besides we are 1 hour by motorway from Seville, so
our area is an attractive spot to live in. The capital city
counts on a bus station and a train station.

Palos lives mostly in agriculture (berries) and industry
(chemical and petroleum industry) so we receive workers
from different parts of Spain and from different
nationalities, therefore our students are diverse and you
can hear different languages in our school.

The town is proud of its history due to its connection to
Columbus and the Era of Discoveries. Columbus’ first trip set
sail from our town, so you can visit here the monuments and
heritage sites linked to this historical event.
